The Northbrook Park District would like to invite you to the Falling Leaf Open Team Competition, which will be held 

November 6, 7, and 8, 2009, at the Northbrook Park Districtõs Sports Center, 1730 Pfingsten Road, Northbrook, 

Illinois 60062. 
 

The Falling Leaf Open Team Competition events include: Solo Programs for Tots through Freestyle 10 and Open 

Freestyle Bronze through Platinum, Compulsories for Tots through Freestyle 10, Surprise Events for Pre-Alpha 

through Freestyle 10 and team, Music Interpretation for Alpha through Freestyle 10, Jump & Spin Teams, 

Footwork for Freestyle 1-10, Spotlight and Couples Spotlight for Alpha through Freestyle 10, Artistic Events for 

Alpha through Freestyle 10, Ice Dancing 1-10 Solo, Rhythmic Skating 1-10, Team Compulsories, Synchronized 

Skating & Formation Teams.   
 

Eligibility 

All skaters entering this competition must be individual members of the Ice Skating Institute. Skaters must enter 

in the highest test passed and must be registered with ISI before October 9, 2009.  USFS skaters are 

encouraged to participate in the new ISI Open Freestyle test levels. 
 

Registration number and test level (competition level) must be entered in the appropriate areas on the competition 

entry form. Incomplete and/or inaccurate entry forms are not accepted. The team coach must verify this 

information with a signature at the bottom of the entry form.  ***No forms are accepted without a skating 

director or team coach signature.*** Competitor names and ISI numbers will be submitted to ISI prior to the 

competition.  ***Skaters are not allowed to compete if tests are not submitted and ISI memberships are not 

current.*** 
 

Entry forms and checks with the proper dollar amount must be turned in to your team coach or skating 

director and forwarded to the Northbrook Park District before October 9, 2009.  We reserve the right to 

limit the number of post entries. 
 

Special Note: This competition uses the new ISI Skaters and Coaches Handbook and all programs skated must 

reflect the latest ISI Test Standards and Competition Standards. We suggest that you and your skaters refer to 

the current publications. These are available at the ISI Office, 6000 Custer Rd., Bldg. 9, Plano, TX 75023. Phone:

Performance Rules 

All routines must start from a stationary position. The timing of a routine begins with any action 

after the music starts. 
 

There is a short warm-up before each division skates. 
 

Tot skaters perform a one-minute program with music.  The program should emphasize the 

required maneuvers for their test level.  They can perform maneuvers from lower levels but not 

from higher test levels.  Tot events are for skaters 6 years or younger.  Coaches can help 

skaters during this event. 
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Pre-Alpha, Alpha, Beta, Gamma, and Delta skaters must include one and only one additional 

maneuver from Freestyle 1 and will be penalized for more than one with a 2.0 under additional 

maneuver. These programs will have the same ten second leeway allowed to Freestyle skaters. 

Duration will be graded for Pre-Alpha thru Delta. 
 

Beta  -  The foot must be lifted off the ice for the backward crossovers. Cutbacks do not 

meet the requirement. 

Gamma - Three strokes must precede the mohawk combination for a total of 

  seven steps.    

Delta - The edges must be done consecutive outside-outside, then inside-inside or vice versa. 

The lunges must be completed with a one foot glide and performed in a straight line. 
 

There are certain maneuvers listed under the heading òChoice of Oneó in Delta, Freestyle 3, 6, 

7, 8, 9 and 10. This means only one maneuver should be performed. In case of misinterpretation 

of òChoice of Oneó, the performance of the first maneuver will be graded. 
 

The dance step sequences for Freestyle 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 have a mandatory pattern. This 

can be found in the ISI Skaters and Coaches Handbook. 
 

There will be a ten second leeway on Freestyle and Synchronized Teams with set duration times. 

Judging will stop at ten seconds over the prescribed time. If the skater does a required 

maneuver past the ten second leeway, it will not be counted. The penalty for skating 11-14 

seconds over the prescribed time will be the Grade 8 for the duration. If the skater skates 15 

seconds or beyond, he will be given the Grade 5. No penalty for skating under the prescribed 

time. 
 

Skaters in Freestyle 1-10 are not permitted to perform any additional maneuvers from a higher 

level. 

 

The penalty for doing an illegal additional maneuver in either Freestyle or Interpretive events 

will be the Grade of 2.0 on the judgeõs sheet for correctness. 

 

Competitors may include all maneuvers up to and including the level in which they are competing. 

Any uncaptured jumps, spins, mishaps or unforeseen difficulties will be decided on by the 

referee or Competition Director in charge of that particular event. 

 

Accounting Review Requests must be made in writing, no more than one hour after the results 

have been posted.  All Accounting Review applications must include a $50 fee which will be 

refunded should the review be upheld.  Accounting Reviews check only the accuracy of the 

accounting process or a missing score.  Requests concerning judgement or opinion will not be 

accepted or reviewed.  Accounting Reviews must be filed with the registration table by the 

team coach. 
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Footwork 

In the footwork event, skaters are grouped together by age and level, and perform a footwork 

sequence that is not a "suggested dance step sequence" from the ISI Skaters and Coaches 

Handbook appendix. Their program must not exceed one minute, may contain any footwork 

maneuver and will be skated to music.  Skaters are not allowed to perform any jumps over ½ 

rotation or any spins over three revolutions.  
 

Compulsory Freestyle Event (Tot 1- FS 10) 

In the Compulsory event, three pre-selected maneuvers are to be performed one time in any 

order in a pre-choreographed program with a minimum amount of connecting steps between each 

maneuver. Only the first attempt of each of the three pre-selected maneuvers is judged. 

Duration for all levels will be limited to one minute. (Judging stops and no penalty is 

assessed) The following competition penalties will apply for this event:  Performing an incorrect 

maneuver (not one of the three previously chosen maneuvers) Score given: 2.0, (Maneuvers will 

not be called out, and no music will be used). Freestyle 1-5 will use ½ ice; Freestyle 6-10 will use 

full ice.  

 

The following compulsory maneuvers are skated in each level of competition: 

Tot 1 -  Two Foot Glide, Dip, Backward wiggle. 

Tot 2 -  Forward Swizzle, One-Foot Glide, Push & Glides (Stroking) 

Tot 3 - Push and Glide Stroking, Preparation for Snowplow Stop Dip, Forward Swizzle 

Tot 4 - T-Position and Push Left and Right, Backward Swizzle, Two-Foot or One-Foot 

Snowplow Stop 

Pre-Alpha  - One Foot Glide, Forward Swizzle, Backward Swizzle 

Alpha - Forward Stroking, One Foot Snowplow Stop, Right Over Left Forward  

   Crossovers 

Beta - Backward Stroking, T-Stop Left Foot, Left Over Right Backward Crossovers 

Gamma-  Right Forward Inside Open Mohawk Combination, Left Forward Outside Three 

Turn, Hockey Stop 

Delta - Forward Outside Edges, Bunny Hop, Left Forward Inside Three Turn 

FS 1 - ½ Flip, Waltz Jump, Two-Foot Spin 

FS 2 - Ballet Jump, ½ Lutz, One-Foot Spin 

FS 3 - Salchow Jump, Toe Loop Jump or Toe Walley Jump, Change Foot Spin 

FS 4 - Flip Jump, Loop Jump, Sit Spin 

FS 5 - Lutz Jump, Axel Jump, Camel Spin 

FS 6 - Split Jump, Double Salchow, Spin Combination with Change of Foot and Position 

FS 7 - Double Toe Loop or Double Toe Walley Jump, Two Walleys in sequence,  

   Flying Camel Spin 

FS 8 - Double Loop, Split Lutz, Flying Sit Spin or Axel Sit Spin 

FS 9 - Double Lutz Jump, Axel-Double Loop Jump, Flying Camel Spin into a Jump Sit Spin 

FS 10 - Double Axel/Double Toe Loop Jump Combination, Triple Edge Jump, Death Drop
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Synchronized Formation and Synchronized Skating Teams  

The age for synchronized skating team members shall be as of July 1 of the current 

competition season (July 1 - June 30). Therefore, the ages of synchronized skaters for the 

2009/2010 season is as of July 1, 2009.  
 

The age divisions and age requirements for synchronized teams are as follows:  

Tots  Majority 6 years or younger 

Jr. Youth  Majority 8 years or younger 

Youth  Majority 9-11 years 

Sr. Youth  Majority 12-14 years 

Teen   Majority 14-19 years 

Adult   Majority 20 years or older 
 

When entries are very limited, the Competition Director may combine the Youth and Senior 

Youth Divisions to provide competition for the teams. No other divisions may be combined, even 

if entries are limited. 
 

Number of skaters 

Skating, Dance and Formation teams will be limited to no more than 24 skaters. 

 

Duration

Tots  2:00 (10 sec. leeway)    Tots  3:00 (10 sec. leeway)

Duration for compulsory skating and formation programs will stay the same. 

Formation Compulsories 1:45 (10 sec. leeway), Skating Compulsories 2:30 (10 sec. leeway) 

 

Competition Attire 

We strongly suggest teams use a method called òsewing hairó to secure hair for performances.  

Bobby pins are not allowed. Costumes that alter the surface of the ice are not permitted.  

Items that fall from a costume would alter the surface of the ice.  If the item that falls is 

picked up immediately after the performance, no deduction is given.   

 

Penalties: 

2.0 Correctness/technical merit for teams that do not retrieve fallen items from the ice 

immediately after the performance.  For more information on Synchronized Team Events, see 

the 2006 edition of the ISI Competitors Handbook.

2. Skaters who have passed the USFS Adult Pre-Bronze Free Skate test can compete no 

lower than ISI Freestyle 2 level.

8. Synchronized Skating and Synchronized Formation events ð The five basic elements 

(Block, Circle, Line, Wheel and Intersection) will each be added in both events as a 

separate Judge Criteria score. 

If more than one of the same element is skated during the routine, as for all other ISI 

competition events, the best performance will be used as the element score and the 

additional elements will be scored under òTechnical Meritó or òCorrectnessó. 

There are many variations of each element.  The descriptions below are the minimum 

requirements.  If performed well, adding features such as step sequences, changes of 

hold, changes of configuration, changes of rotation and traveling can increase the 

difficulty of the element. 

Block:  An element where skaters are arranged in a minimum of three lines.  The lines may 

be a straight, diagonal, curved or circular pattern.  The lines of skaters should be 

straight with all skaters evenly spaced. 

Circle: The shape should be round with even spacing between the skaters.  There should 

not be any visible pulling or tugging between skaters. 

Line: The line can be skated in one straight line, parallel lines, diagonal lines, etc. 

Wheel: An element where all of the skaters rotate around a common center point.  It can 

be done in different formations including 2, 3, 4 and 5-spoke wheels and parallel wheels.  

All spokes of the wheel should be straight and the lean of the skaters should be in the 

same direction. 

Intersection: Any element where one half of the team intersects the other half of the 

team.  No backward spirals are allowed. 

 

9. Synchronized Formation Compulsory events ð Each element below is to be performed 

only one time in any order.  If performed more than once, as per all other ISI 

competition events, the first performance will be scored.  Extra elements can be 

performed but wonõt be judged.  Vocal music is acceptable. 

Forward Line ð Must be performed in should hold to cover at least half of the ice surface 

and consist only of forward strokes or marching. 

Forward Circle ð No change from the previous requirement description. 

Forward Two-Spoke Wheel ð No change from the previous requirement description. 

Forward Block ð Must be performed in hold covering at least half of the ice surface.  Any 

forward skating steps may be performed, however, no additional moves such as 

arabesques, lunges, bunny hops, etc. are allowed. 

 

10. Synchronized Skating Compulsory Events ð Each element below is to be performed only 

one time in any order.  If performed more than once, as per all other ISI competition 

events, the first performance will be scored.  Extra elements can be performed but wonõt 

be judged.  Vocal music is acceptable. 
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Line ð No change from the previous requirement description. 

Footwork Block ð A block of at least three lines consisting of any skating 

Circle ð No change from the previous requirement description. 

Wheel ð No change from the previous requirement description. 

Intersection ð Any intersection or combination of intersections in which one half of the 

team moves through the other half of the team.  If multiple intersections are performed, 

they must be continuous.  Team members may perform different steps. 
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Check-In and Registration Information 

All skaters must register one hour prior to scheduled program event. The program event 

schedule will be sent to the ice rink they are representing and will be posted online. 
 

Music must be turned in at the registration table one hour prior to scheduled program event. 

CDs are required.  CDs should be properly labeled with the skaterõs name and level. 
 

 CDs may be picked up at the registration table within a reasonable time after the completion of 

an event. 
 

Judges and Coaches 

Each rink sending competitors must supply one judge for every ten participants. If you are 

sending your skaters to participate, it is only fair that you help out with the judging. Without 

judges, we would not have a competition and without competitions you would not have students! 
 

When mailing entry forms, each team coach also must submit the Judges Inquiry Entry Form. 

The people on the list must have agreed to be available as a judge at some time during the 

Competition. 
 

Points and Awards 

The winner of a division will receive five points for their team.  All event entries (not each 

skater) are given one participation point.  For Synchronized team events, five participation 

points will be given per team.  Second place receives four points, 3rd place three points, 4th 

place two points, and 5th place one point. Team trophies are awarded to the team accumulating 

the most points.  Northbrook is not eligible for winning the team trophy. Awards may be picked 

up at the awards table anytime after results are posted.
